Dinan and the Rance Valley (F12)

[ Prepare to be surprised |

through mediaeval towns and explore picturesque chateaux, abbeys and

parks.

CHARACTERFUL
TOWNS

B Dinan (F12), a town of art and history
The elegant mediaeval walled town towers
over the calm waters of the Rance. Its cob-
bled alleyways and famous “Jerzual street”
arts and crafts street exude real charm.
Enjoy beautiful scenery as you set off on
foot or by boat along the Rance from Dinan
harbour.

B Lamballe (F9), Guingamp (D5)
and Lannion (B3), historical towns

The character of these three towns has been
forged by their remarkable military, reli-
gious and industrial history. The Mathurin
Méheut art museum, Notre-Dame-de-Bon-
Secours Basilica and the Quai d'Aiguillon
bear witness to their fascinating past.

B Moncontour (G8), one of the most
beautiful villages in France

The pocket-sized 11th-century village

perches proudly atop a rocky promontory,

surrounded by ancient walls. Stroll through

the winding streets with colourful hanging

signs.

B Small towns of character:
Jugon-les-Lacs (G10), Moncontour
(G8), Quintin (FB), Chatelaudren (E6),
Pontrieux (C5), La Roche-Derrien
(B4), Tréguier (B4)

Each of these towns has played a major part

in the history of Brittany. They all have out-

standing architectural heritage and are set
in picturesque surroundings.

B Breathing new life into industrial
heritage

The Vallée des Papeteries in Belle-Isle-
en-Terre (E3) and the Petit Echo de la
Mode in Chatelaudren (E6) are fascinat-
ing places to visit. Restoration projects at
the former paper mill and printing works
have created unique tourist attractions.

OUTSTANDING
MONUMENTS

B Fort-la-Latte in Plévenon (D10)

This legendary 14th-century pink sandstone
fortress, rising high above the ocean, trans-
ports you to another world, with its towers,
mighty stone walls and drawbridge. From
the rampart walk or the top of the keep,
enjoy breathtaking views over the Emerald
Coast.

B Castle of Le Guildo (E11)

Visitors are given free rein to explore this
mediaeval stronghold — built between the
13th and 15th centuries on a rocky spur
overlooking the Arguenon — and to enjoy
the magnificent view over the estuary.

H Castle of La Hunaudaye
in Plédéliac (F10)
Cross the drawbridge and you'll find
yourself in the 13th century. This fortress,
complete with towers, majestic ruins and
battlement walkways, reveals the history
and daily life of the Middle Ages. A 3D
reconstruction shows what the castle would
have looked like eight centuries ago.

Lamballe National Stud (F9)

B Lamballe National Stud (FQ)

Dating back to 1825, the Haras National
Stud Farm is home to the finest draught
horses (including the famous Breton breed)
and also recreational, competition and
show horses.

Ploumanac'h (B3)

[ Must-see sights |

If you're coming to Cotes d'Armor for just a few days, make sure you take the
time to visit these famous sights, each one an absolute gem.

B Dinan, Rance Valley (F12)

Behind its town walls, Dinan conceals a
thousand years of art and history. The
half-timbered houses and famous “Jerzual”
with its arts and crafts shops add to the
charm. Peep into an artist's workshop, stop
off at a café terrace, explore the English
Garden, then head down to the harbour
and stroll, cycle or sail along the Rance,
soaking up the beautiful nature and out-
standing heritage.

B Cap Fréhel (Dg), Cap d'Erquy (D10)
With 1,000 acres of heathland and cliffs
that are home to thousands of nesting
birds, Cap Fréhel is one of Brittany’s most
spectacular sites. Cap d'Erquy, with its pink
sandstone cliffs and over 420 acres of
windswept heaths, is another unique spot.
The two headlands jut out into the emerald
sea, displaying a new palette of colours
with each season. Footpaths through gorse
and heather offer endless possibilities for
walks.

N Saint-Brieuc Bay (E7)

The bay with the world’s fifth-highest tidal
amplitude is home to Brittany’s largest na-
ture reserve; it's also a favourite spot for
scallop fishing. Visit Saint-Brieuc’s pedes-
trian town centre, just minutes from the
beaches of Plérin, Binic and Saint-Quay-
Portrieux, and explore the quaint streets
of small picturesque towns dating back to
the heyday of Brittany’s linen industry.

B Guerlédan lake,

Nantes-Brest Canal (H5)
Surrounded by woodland, the 750-acre Guer-
lédan lake is a vast natural setting for leisure
pursuits including fishing, walking, canoeing
and mountain biking. Heritage and nature are
closely entwined — Nantes-Brest Canal, for
example, dug by convicts under Napoleon, is
now one of the few sites that welcome hikers,
cyclists and horse riders alike.

Domaine de la Roche Jagu, Ploézal (C4)

B Chateau de La Roche Jagu
in Ploézal (C4)

The 15th-century castle is set in 70-hectare
grounds and overlooks the Trieux estuary.
The "Si la Roche-Jagu m'était contée” trail
on the ground floor of the castle depicts
the everyday life of a Breton seigneury in
the late Middle Ages. Young and old alike
can delve into the many secrets of this
15th-century Breton castle.

B Beauport Abbey
in Paimpol (Kérity) (B5)

Beauport estate, tucked away in the cove
of Paimpol, stretches over nearly 300 acres
of verdant pastures and coastal wetlands.
Brittany's only Premonstratensian abbey,
founded in 1202, it wonderfully reflects the
intimate relationship between humans and
nature.

B “La Vapeur du Trieux” steam train

in Paimpol (B5) and Pontrieux (C5)
Travel back in time as you step on board
an authentic steam train. Its listed histori-
cal engine will transport you along a pic-
turesque railway line through the Trieux
estuary.

Parc du Radéme, Pleumeur-Bodou (B2)

B Pleumeur-Bodou Radéme (B2)

This huge dome set in rugged moorland,
now a listed historical monument, houses
the ground station that received the first
satellite images transmitted from the USA
in July 1962. A sound and light show tells
the fascinating story.

B Valley of the Saints in Carnoét (F2)

In Brittany's answer to Easter Island,
monumental statues of the region’s saints
carved from Breton granite have been created
by sculptors from all over the world. Enjoy
a spot of hide and seek behind these
imposing stone giants.

B Paimpol, Ile de Bréhat (B5)

Although memories of Icelandic fishing trips
linger in Paimpol, modern-day fishing and
pleasure-boating have turned this histori-
cal harbour into a hive of activity. Ocean
views are all around, at Beauport abbey
and the Pointe de I'Arcouest. The nearby
Bréhat island, a short crossing away, offers
a glimpse of paradise. The area is known for
its oysters, blue lobsters and famous “Coco
de Paimpol” beans, and seafood is a staple
item on any menu.

B Perros-Guirec, Cote de Granit
Rose (B3)

Between Perros-Guirec and Trébeurden,
the shoreline, fashioned by the elements,
takes on a coppery hue. Vast blocks of
granite create a unique landscape on the
heath and off the coast, giving Ploumanac’h
— "France’s favourite village” in 2015 — its
distinctive character. The view of Sept-lles
archipelago entices visitors to take a boat
trip to see the 40,000 nesting gannets
on Rouzic and admire the magical coast-
line from a different perspective. On land,
the historical town of Lannion is a good
starting point for a visit to the rural Trégor
area, crossed by the river Léguer.

B Guingamp, Argoat (D5)

Guingamp has rich heritage and beautiful
natural surroundings. From the historical
town centre, the banks of the Trieux lead
to inland Brittany or Argoat — literally “land
of woods". Argoat draws vitality from its
rivers Trieux, Léguer and Blavet. It displays
its strength in the mighty granite of Toul
Goulic gorge, the monumental statues in
Carnoét and the sacred fountains. And
it distils joie de vivre from its traditional
Breton plinn, danced until dawn, and its
tasty crépes and biscuits. This bounteous
region holds the beating heart of Brittany.

Pors Scaff, Plougrescant (A4)

| Ever-changing scenery |

You'll be amazed by the sheer diversity of landscapes in Cétes d’Armor.
From one place to the next, the scenery here is endlessly changing.

B Natural wonders

Those on the lookout for weird and wonder-
ful natural phenomena will love “Dice Rock”
in Trégastel — and they'll soon understand
the reason behind its name! They'll revel in
the wild landscapes of Plougrescant, where
houses nestle snugly between jagged rocks.
And they'll head to the tip of Sillon de
Talbert, an extraordinary pebble spit
stretching into the sea.

B Stunning views from headlands
and cliffs

For a panoramic vista and an invigorating
dose of sea air, walk along the customs trail
until you reach the headlands of Saint-Cast-
le-Guildo, Pordic, Ploubazlanec, Trébeurden
and Le Dourven. And if you want to expe-
rience the power of nature, head to the
clifftops at Cap Fréhel, Plouha or Trédrez.

H Islands and peninsulas -
a whole new world

To get to Bréhat or the Sept-lles archipelago
you'll need to take a boat, but Les Hébihens
and Milliau can be accessed on foot at low
tide. If you prefer to keep your feet on dry
land, opt for one of the peninsulas, such as
Saint-Jacut-de-la-Mer or lle-Grande, which
still have a decidedly marine feel.

The river Léguer near Belle-Isle-
en-Terre (E3) was the first river
in Brittany to earn the European
“Wild Rivers™ label

B Two nature reserves

23,000 pairs of gannets form each spring
on the Sept-lles archipelago, and more
than 40,000 migratory birds choose Saint-
Brieuc Bay as their annual wintering ground.
These two nature reserves offer breath-
taking views.

H Estuaries - between ocean
and fresh water

If you're an inquisitive type, you'll love the
endless variety of flora and fauna in the
region’s estuaries. The tides are constantly
redrawing these landscapes caught
between land and sea, on the rivers Rance,
Arguenon, Trieux, Jaudy and Léguer.

B Valleys - the rejuvenating

force of nature
Majestic trees, murmuring rivers, age-
old rocks: the Léguer Valley and the rock
formations at Toul Goulic in Lanrivain and
Le Gouét in Plaintel are the perfect place to
get back to nature.

B Never-ending heathland

Hundreds of acres of heathland unfurl
before you, with patches of heather and
gorse, ferns and carnivorous plants. Head
out to the Liscuis, Locarn and Lan Bern
moors and revel in the vast open spaces,
surprising natural riches and unique
landscapes.

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B Abbey of Bon Repos

GARDENS

B La Roche-Jagu Estate in Ploézal (C4)
The 170 acres of grounds overlooking the
Trieux are the perfect setting for a gentle
stroll, with three suggested tours on the
themes of water, an oriental trail and
the quest for the silver rock. Indulge in a
daydream or two as you enjoy the scenic,
peaceful surroundings.

N Kerdalo in Trédarzec (B4)

This 42-acre garden designed by a painter is
home to more than 5,000 plants. Each year,
stunning new floral tableaux are created.

B Le Pellinec in Penvénan (B4)

This park, tucked in the curve of a bay,
houses a wide variety of plants. Its 17 acres
feature an exotic garden, iris garden, austral
garden and English garden.

H Kestellic in Plouguiel (B4)

Several exotic species planted by a sailor
seem to have found their ideal habitat on
the banks of the Jaudy.

B Grand Launay in Lanrivain (G4)
Among natural springs and woodland,
a series of gardens have been created
around a country manor. Elegant pruning
and topiary give this contemporary park
real character.

B Rosanbo in Lanvellec (D2)

This park, stretching out at the foot of a
14th- to 18th-century chateau, is a celebra-
tion of the art of French-style gardens. Its
carpets of lush greenery are lined with some
of France’s longest tree-covered walkways.
